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I (YHWH) knew you before I formed you in the womb 
 

Jeremiah 1:5 Before I formed you in the womb I knew you, and before you come forth out of the womb I sanctified 

you; I ordained you a prophet unto the nations.  He knows that all sinners go astray after their fleshly births like 

the prodicals going astray at their beginning but they will return to Him at their ends. 

Would He know those who are not repented and are threw them in the eternal 

corruption, even before He has formed them in the wombs?   

No, all are required to repent like the “not My people” that shall be the sons of Elohim (Hosea 2:23).  All 

shall be saved regardless of all man’s works being burned.  1 Corinthians 3:15 If any man’s work shall be 

burned, he shall suffer loss: but he himself shall be saved; yet so as by fire. 

Luke 13:2-5 “…I tell you, no, but unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.”  For His love for all, He 

showed His care of all the people to repent. 
Genesis 1:26-28 26 Then Elohim said, Let Us make man in Our image, according to Our likeness; and let them rule 

over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and over the cattle and over all the earth, and over every 

creeping thing that creeps on the earth.  27 And Elohim created man in His own image, in the image of Elohim He 

created him; male and female He created them.  28 And Elohim blessed them; and Elohim said to them, Be fruitful 

and multiply, and fill the earth, and subdue it; and rule over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the heavens and 

over every living thing that moves on the earth.   

No favorism with Elohim: Romans 2:11 For there is no respect of faces with Elohim; Ephesians 6:9 And, 

you, the masters, do the same things even to them, refrain from threatening to them, knowing that the Adon of them 

also is in the heavens, and there is no respect of the faces in His presence; Colossians 3:25 But he who does any 
wrong shall be repaid for the wrong which he has done, and there is no burden of faces. 

Elohim’s love to the world: John 3:16 “For Elohim loved the world with an abundant love, to the extent 

that He gave His only Son so that all who believes in Him shall not perish but rather live eternal life.”; Romans 5:8  

By this Elohim demonstrates His love for us,  that we were yet sinners, Mashiyach died for us; 

Mashiyach’s forgiveness to the sinners for they do not know what they do: Luke 23:34a 

Yahushua said, “My Father, forgive them; for they do not know what they are doing.” 

My people and not My people: Hosea 2:23 I shall sow her for Myself in the land. I shall have compassion 

on her who had not had compassion, and I shall say to those who were not My people, You are My people!  

Romans 9:24-26 even we, whom He called, are not only us of the Yahudim, but also of the gentiles. As He says in 

Hosea, I shall call upon those who were not My people, My people, and upon those who were not mercy, mercy. 

And it shall be that in the place where it was said to them, You are not My people, they shall be called sons of the 

living El.  

He is not willing to perish all: 1 Peter 3:9 “YHWH is not slack concerning His promise, as some men 

count slackness, but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to 

repentance.”  

 

The important key verses: 
Luke 3:6 And all flesh shall see the salvation of Elohim. 

Isaiah 40:5 The glory of YHWH will be revealed, and all flesh shall see it together 

I have not come to call the righteous but sinners to repentance. (Luke 5:32)  

The Son of Man does not come to destroy men's lives, but to save them (Luke 9:56) 

Yahushua our Messiah comes for all to repent for one reason that He does not come to destroy or 

judge the world (His people), but to save the world (repentant ones) because He died once for all sins 

of this world.   
John 1:29 “…Look, the Lamb of Elohim, who takes away the sin of the world!” 
Romans 14:11 “For it is written, “As I live, says YHWH, Every knee shall bow to Me,  

and every tongue shall give praise Elohim.” (Phil. 2:10-11)   Be perfect as He is perfect!  HalleluYah!
